 Robert Lyles (Tripp) Hembree, III departed this life on January 5, 2022. A

Guntersville native, he leaves behind a grieving family and a multitude of
loving friends. Tripp’s measure of success in life is not in a list of 

 accomplishments, but rather the impact he had on those that he knew and
loved. 

 Tripp attended the University of Alabama in Tuscaloosa where he was a
brother of the Kappa Alpha Order. Upon leaving the university he worked in
his family’s automobile dealership until departing for California shortly before
the dealership’s sale in 2019. 

 Tripp loved music and moved to Los Angeles where he was enrolled in the
Musicians Institute College of 

 Contemporary Music in Hollywood. He was diagnosed with juvenile diabetes
at the age of six and health 

 complications from a foot wound as a result of his illness forced him to
discontinue his studies and return home. 

 His hope was to return to California once his foot had healed and he was
encouraged by his progress. While he was limited from doing some activities
that he enjoyed such as snowboarding and wakeboarding, he was able to



enjoy other hobbies including hunting and especially working out at Therapy
Plus. 

 Tripp, who had been vaccinated, was diagnosed with Covid on Monday
January 3rd and died the following 

 Wednesday as a result of Covid and diabetes complications. He was 29. 
 He is survived by his parents Bob and Connie Hembree; his sister Sara

Savell; his nephew Benjamin Murphree; his aunts Kay Taylor (Doug), Kim

Tripp’s
ashes will be interred in the church’s Memorial Garden at the conclusion of the
service. 

 On the eve of the service – Thursday, January 13th – a vigil will be held in the
nave of the church beginning at 6:00 pm. The church will be open throughout
the night and remain open until 9:00 am for anyone who wishes to come for
prayer, meditation, and to offer their respects. Members of Tripp’s church
family will be on hand during the vigil.
